By the same token, some of the approaches
that originated in computational sociology have been imported into the natural sciences, such as
measures of network centrality from the fields of social network analysis and network science. In
relevant literature, computational sociology is often related to the study of social complexity.
Social complexity concepts such as complex systems, non-linear interconnection among macro
and micro process, and emergence, have entered the vocabulary of computational sociology. A
practical and well-known example is the construction of a computational model in the form of an
“artificial society”, by which researchers can analyze the structure of a social system.
